Malaysian counterpart submits written application and the completed NR/R/P51 from to 
the Inland Revenue Board (IRB): 

Persiaran Rimba Permai, Cyber 8, 63000 Cyberjaya, Selangor

Approval letter from Ministry of Economy, letter from employer/university must be 
submitted together. IRB requires 3-5 working days to process and issue a notification 
letter. 

Malaysian counterpart submits application to Immigration Department in Putrajaya 
on behalf of the foreign researcher. 

Documents involved: 

  Counterpart's Responsibility 

1) The completed immigration form
2) A copy of researcher's passport
3) Approval letter from Ministry of Economy
4) The passport size photograph of researcher
5) Notification letter from IRB 

Immigration requires 3 days to process the application for Professional Visit Pass. 

The Immigration Department issues the approval letter to enable the researcher to apply 
for Visa from Malaysian Mission abroad (as indicated by the researcher). 

The Malaysian counterpart sends the letter received from the Immigration Department to 
the foreign researcher (who should still be overseas). 

The foreign researcher brings the letter from Immigration Department, together with his 
passport to the Counsellor Division of Malaysian Mission in the home country or country 
of his choice (where applicable) to obtain the Entry Visa. 

The foreign researcher arrives in Malaysia and visits the Ministry of Economy to obtain 
Research Pass and Immigration letter. 

Documents: 

1) 2 passport size photograph
2) Letter from employer or university confiming his status for research duration for

more than 6 months.

The foreign researcher brings his passport to Immigration office in Putrajaya, pays the 
required amount for the respective duration and obtains the Professional Visit Pass.
